
The Sophomore Year Curriculum
Overall Summary The tenth grade CAP curriculum approaches the study of American 
government, literature, and media using interdisciplinary simulations and student-
directed projects such as a simulation of the decision to drop the atomic bomb (two 
mock congresses) and the prediction of election results in the Crystal Ball project. An 
emphasis on evoking change in the community is also stressed with the Aim to Change 
project. 

CAP English 10 This honors course studies American literature and oral 
communication. Each unit of study in literature is connected with the history program. 
Studies in Oral Communication parallel the journalism and TV courses. In CAP English 
10, students also have the opportunity to read books of their choice in a wide variety of 
genres, exploring areas such as biographies, women�s literature, and American classics 
or twentieth-century works.

AP National, State and Local Government In AP National, State, and Local (NSL) 
Government, students explore four themes as they relate to government - order, 
power, rights, and change. The �rst semester focuses on the structure and purpose of 
government, while the second semester provides application of these concepts in areas 
such as economics, foreign policy and equal opportunity. The course culminates with 
the AP NSL exam in May. 

CAP Print Journalism In this accelerated, interdisciplinary study of journalism, students 
learn how to write news, features, editorials, opinions, and reviews. In addition, students 
study the rights and responsibilities of journalists and legal and ethical considerations 
involved in the publication of newspapers.

Broadcast Journalism and CAP Studio Production CAP Broadcast Journalism 
and Studio Production works with both studio operations and studio production to 
develop student skills in this aspect of media production as well as full responsibility 
for developing professional quality television productions. The �rst semester focuses 
on Media Literacy. Broadcast television is deconstructed for analysis. The physics 
of television is also reviewed. The second semester is Live Studio Production which 
culminates in alive, student productions.
