
The Junior Year Curriculum
Overall Summary The CAP curriculum for eleventh grade is a �rst introduction into 
college level and Advanced Placement courses for all the program�s students with the 
required english and history offerings of AP Language and Composition and AP World 
History. These classes seek to expand the students� analytical techniques in concert 
with one another by offering interdiciplinary opportunities to demonstrate what they 
have learned. In addition, the one-semester CAP Research Methods course, teaches 
students to apply their improved skills in preparation for high-level research. Offered in 
the Spring, CAP Junior Seminar prepares students for the Portfolio Interview process in 
their senior year.

AP Language and Composition Through their writing and reading in this course, CAP 
students will become aware of the interactions among a writer�s purpose, audience 
expectations, and subjects, as well as the way generic conventions and the resources 
of language contribute to effective writing. Students will be able to write in a variety 
of forms - narrative, exploratory, expository, and argumentative - and on a variety of 
subjects from personal experience to analyses of classic literature. CAP juniors will also 
be given an opportunity to study poetry, analyzing different styles of the subject and 
creating a portfolio of their own. Lastly, juniors will also create an independent study 
thesis paper in which they will choose a novel and conduct an in-depth analysis of the 
work. The course culminates with the AP Language and Composition exam in May.

AP World History The purpose of AP World History is to develop greater understanding 
of the evolution of global processes and contacts, in interaction with different types 
of human societies. By combining selective factual knowledge and analytical skills, 
students will focus on: social, political, economic, religious, military, and cultural aspects 
of Asian and more modern civilizations. The course highlights the nature of changes in 
international frameworks and their causes and consequences as well as comparisons 
among major societies. The course culminates with the AP World History exam in May.

CAP Research Methods This course focuses on teaching students the importance 
of research and the methods involved in preparation for higher-level college research. 
Through creating abstracts, annotated bibliographies, and �nal research proposals, 
students are able to hone their research skills and further develop abilities that will aid 
them in later years.

CAP Junior Seminar This course focuses upon the preparation for the CAP Portfolio 
exit interview. Students gather materials from their CAP experience into a Portfolio to be 
used in both exit interviews and college interviews.
