The Senior Year Curriculum
Overall Summary The senior year curriculum is focused on the program s culminating
project: the CAP Portfolio, a collection of the students best, most impressive and most
creative work that they have compiled over the last three years and an interview about
its contents. Students in their nal year of CAP are also prepared for their academic life
beyond the program through assistance with the college application process during the
rst semester, but go on to help the community at large after the college and Portfolio
processes are complete. This year also allows students to explore other offerings
outside the CAP because there is only a required one semester class for all seniors.

AP or Honors English In senior year, there is no formal offering for CAP English. Instead,
CAP students are given the opportunity to take either Honors English 12 or AP English
Literature and Composition. Honors English 12 centers around the theme of Voices,
and allows students to both experience and analyze a diverse variety of books with
special emphasis on multi-cultural works. AP Literature and Composition focuses

on classic novels. Both classes cover poetry and upper-level analysis and critique of
literature.
