CAP PROGRAM OVERVIEW

INTERDSCIPLINARY PROJECTS:

Through a variety of research assignments and creative presentations, students will learn about various historical periods that impacted American society.  These periods will be broken down into four major quarterly projects.  
These projects are:

 1st quarter (The Gilded Age)

 2nd quarter (The 1920’s)

 3rd quarter (WWII)

 4th quarter (The 1960’s)

 
The projects will synthesize information from various disciplines into comprehensive presentations that highlight the events of the era assigned.  Students will be divided into groups of roughly 20 students and guided through one of four disciplines to execute their assignments.  Each student will rotate through English, History, Drama and Media through out the course 

of the year.

 MOVIE REVIEWS:

 The CAP program emphasizes practicing skills in

literary as well as theatrical and film criticism.  Each quarter the

students will watch a movie in the auditorium that relates to the   historical period focused on in History class.  The students are then asked to write a Movie review for homework based on the movie seen in the auditorium.  Students are also asked to watch movies from a list compiled by the CAP staff.  Quarterly movie reviews are expected from this list as well.

a critical thinking paper that will be distributed in your History

class.  The project entails an in depth argument and analysis for a major social issue facing humanity.  This paper is followed up throughout your CAP studies at Blair High School.
