Rules for School:
CAP 10th Grade Expectations

The following are our expectations.  These are the general “rules of the road,” with other specific rules and expectations to follow as needed.  Our goal is success for every student.  These expectations are set down not to oppress you but to create a climate in which you can learn more effectively.

Environment
Each individual deserves the chance to learn. To aid this process, we need to respect classroom protocols.  For instance, when one person is talking, we all need to listen.  

Class begins with the bell, and if you are not in your seat, you are late.  Being late is a problem for you, others, and us.  Be prepared for class: you will need a notebook, paper, pen, pencil and planbook.  School rules require that you wear appropriate clothing and your ID.  Eating, drinking and gum chewing are not permitted in our classrooms.

Grading Criteria
We use the MCPS grading system in which an “A” represents excellence, something of the highest quality.  Work marked as an “A” is truly superb.  A “B” represents very good work and signifies a product that exceeds some of our expectations.  A “C” represents satisfactory work that meets our expectations for the assignment.  A “D” represents below average work that falls short of our expectations.  An “E” represents unacceptable work.  Expectations for individual assignments will be detailed in class. 

Due Dates/Deadlines
You will be provided with at least 3 days to complete every major assignment in our classes.  Successful people meet due dates; we want you to be successful.  All assignments will be given with a clear due date.  Late work may still be turned in with a deadline of the class period following the due date.  Late work will receive a 10% grade deduction.  After the late work deadline (the class period after the due date), late work will not be accepted and no credit will be earned.  No excuses involving printers or computers, parents, or pets will be entertained.  

All assignments should be typed, double-spaced, in a legible 12 point font.  You are required to collate and staple your papers before you come to class.  

Because we value the personal touch in CAP, we ask that you hand your assignment in personally to the teacher.  We suggest a proper greeting at this time might be, “Have a nice day,” or “Gee, I really learned a lot from this assignment.”  

Homework
Homework is due at the beginning of the period when the bell rings.  Homework will not be accepted late.


Reassessment
Students must initiate the request for reteaching and reassessment by the next scheduled class meeting after an assessment is returned.  To be eligible for reassessment, students must complete the original task or assessment, complete required assignments, and complete reteaching/relearning activities, as determined by the teacher.

Students will be limited to one reassessment for each reassessment opportunity offered.

Not all work is eligible for reassessment.  To be eligible, written work must be turned in on the due date, not the deadline.  The following assessments/tasks that indicate a final measurement of learning may not be reassessed:  end of course or semester exams, assessments that end an instructional unit or period of study, final research papers, reports, reading quizzes, timed writing assignments, essays, and culminating projects or performances.

Attendance
We expect you to make valuable contributions to these classes; this is extremely difficult when you are not here.  Successful professionals are rarely absent from their jobs because they know attendance is vital to good performance.  If you are absent more than once a month, we feel you are absent too often.  On those rare occasions you are absent, we will gladly accept the excused note and the assignments missed the day you return.  If a quiz or test was missed, be prepared to make it up the day you return, outside of class.   

Testing Procedures
The following procedures will be followed in all testing situations:
1. Students will begin the test only at the instructor’s direction.
2. Students will remain silent from the time the first test is distributed until the last test is handed in.
3. All tests must be completed within the prescribed amount of time unless special needs for a particular student have been determined and documented by the school system.
4. Students will not use notes or text, unless given prior permission by the instructor.
5. Desks should remain clear of all materials except the test and a writing instrument.
6. Students will not look at other students’ work during the test.
7. Students will remain seated and ask for assistance from the instructor by raising their hands, unless otherwise specified by the instructor.
8. Instructors will notify students who violate test-taking procedures after the completion of the test. 

If a student violates any of the above procedures, the student will receive a “0” on the test.  Violations of test taking procedures will also be reviewed for potential non-compliance with the CAP Code of Academic Integrity.
